They have such enthusiasm for feeding our 

friends from the community ï those in need of a meal and those in need of a warm, 

friendly place to gather.  It is an extraordinary experience.  Although the pace is differ-

ent in the Food Pantry, the same energy and feeling of fulfillment is there too, as they 

also provide much needed food to those who come through our doors.   

     This Thanksgiving, our church will actively engage in the mission of Jesus Christ in 

the world by hosting a community Thanksgiving Day Dinner.  Along with this is your 

opportunity to participate in an exciting mission.  The church, with the guidance of the 

mission council, will prepare, cook, serve, and deliver meals to those in the commu-

nity.  The plan is to have a free dinner here and to deliver a hot, homemade Thanksgiv-

ing Dinner to those who receive home-delivered meals during the week.  It is a huge 

undertaking but with your help, we can show our love to our community friends with a 

holiday meal.  It is also an opportunity to give to others with gratitude for the many 

gifts that we have been given.   

     I hope that you will consider this opportunity to live out your faith as we work side 

by side in fellowship with one another.  And if you are unable to join us on Thanksgiv-

ing Day, there will be some opportunities in the days beforehand. 

     May you have a blessed Thanksgiving as you remember how 

much you have been given.
